














Getting to school
safely

Jump on board the walking school bus

A walking school bus is currently running in 13 schools in
Moonee Valley, with new schools starting this year. If your
school would like to start the program, please contact
Council for further information. We will assist in the set up
of the program and then continue to provide support to the
school and volunteers.

Safety around schools

Stop one step back from the kerb
Look in all directions for traffic

Listen for nearby traffic

Think about whether it is safe to cross

Commit to walking or cycling to school whenever possible.
To keep your children safe when you do decide to drive:

e Always find a safe and legal parking area; parking in a
'no stopping' area carries an infringement of $119.

e |etyour child out on the footpath side of the road.

® Do not double park; this carries an infringement of $72.

® Park away from the school entrance and walk to drop

off or pick up your child.

Increasing recycling
In schools

All'schools are entitled to up to 15 recycling bins
to help them to recycle as much as possible. Using
Council's recycling service can save those schools
currently using private recycling services money.

For example, by joining Council's service, Our Lady of
the Nativity Primary School in Aberfeldie has reduced
its recycling costs from around $1,500 a year to
nothing. This is an equivalent saving of 200 new books
for their library every year.

Recycling in schools is a great way to teach students
about recycling and how diverting waste from landfill
can help the environment. Council also runs a Teachers
Environment Network where schools can share and get
information and advice about environmental initiatives.

Council was very disappointed with VCAT's decision to grant a permit to build a 21-storey
residential development at 1 Ascot Vale Road in Flemington. The developer appealed to
V/CAT on the grounds that Council had failed to grant a permit within the prescribed time
limit - 60 days. We are committed to continuing discussion with the new State Government
to get them to understand that on large complex developments 60 days is not long enough
and puts Council and the community at a disadvantage.

Some good news for the Strathmore community! Council recently purchased a parcel

of land from VicRoads to upgrade and redevelop the Strathmore Childcare Centre. This
purchase will enable us to achieve our vision for this site and improve child care services in
the Strathmore area.
