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Resident visitor and temporary parking permit conditions

Resident Parking Permits are issued in accordance with Council’s Policy and subject to the following conditions:

1. A permit is only valid for the street of issue.  (Note: a permit does not guarantee the availability of a parking space to the household).

2. A resident parking permit must be permanently affixed to the lower left hand side of the vehicle’s windscreen.
3. A visitors parking permit must be clearly displayed on the rear vision mirror of the vehicle.
4. A temporary parking permit must be placed to the lower left hand side of the vehicle’s windscreen.

5. A permit is only valid for the described vehicle and is not transferable. 
6. A permit is not to be sold, laminated, reproduced or used for any other purposes.
7. A permit is only available for passenger vehicles and excludes commercial vehicles greater than 1 tonne or 6 metres in length, trailers, boats, caravans and unregistered vehicles.

8. If a vehicle windscreen is replaced, a Statutory Declaration or supporting documentation is required before a replacement permit is issued.

9. The driver of the vehicle must comply with the Road Safety Road Rules 2009 or any other regulations, at all times.  

10. The driver of the vehicle must comply with parking restrictions eg if the parking space becomes a Clearway or a No Stopping Area, the vehicle must be moved while the Clearway or No Stopping area is operation.  (The use of parking spaces may be suspended by members of Victoria Police or authorised Council Officers, where emergency situations arise).

11. The driver of the vehicle must notify Council in writing, of any changes to vehicle ownership details.

Failure to comply with the above conditions may result in the cancellation of a permit and the imposition of parking fines. 
Resident Parking Permits remain the property of Moonee Valley City Council.
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
